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INTRODUCTION

This document is intended for walkers, educators,
enforcement personnel, legislators, planners and others
interested in and responsible for encouraging safe and
comfortable pedestrian travel. One ultimate goal is to
recduce roadway demand by encouraging the use of the
pedestrian system that already exists in the form of millions
of miles of sidewalks. Usage will increase when both
pedestrians, as well as drivers (and enforcement personnel),
understand the laws pertaining to pedestrian travel. As such
this booklet is based on the provisions of the Ohio Revised
Code (ORC sections 4511.01, 4511.12) pertaining to
pedestrian rights and obligations as well as parking
regulations relating to pedestrian safety.

The ORC is applicable to all public roads and streets
in the State of Ohio, including incorporated communities.

The general format of this booklet shows the Ohio
Revised Code section in the yellow boxes that are
associated with the topic heading that is in the asphalt grey
box. Under the topic headings are short sections of the
ORC defining driver and pedestrian responsibilities,
additional explanatory material as needed and some
illustrations.
